This ancient wood comprises Pedunculate Oak (Quercus robur) and Ash (Fraxinus excelsior) 
standards. Beneath this high canopy there is a good mix of species forming an understorey 
and shrub layer including Field Maple (Acer campestre), Elm (Ulmus sp.), Hazel (Corylus 
avellana) and Hawthorn (Crataegus monogyna). The ground flora includes Pendulous Sedge 
(Carex pendula), Common Spotted Orchid (Dactylorhiza fuchsii) and Wood Sanicle
