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Bral9. Oldhall Wood (4.3 ha) TL 691394

Ash (Fraxinus excelsior) interspersed with Pedunculate Oak (Quercus robur) dominates the
canopy of this ancient wood. Hazel (Corylus avellana) forms the understorey with Midland
Hawthorn (Crataegus laevigata). Dog's Mercury (Mercurialis perennis) and Tufted Hair-
grass (Deschampsia cespitosa) typify the ground cover, which also includes Remote Sedge
(Carex remota), Hairy St. John's-wort (Hypericum hirsutum) and Primrose (Primula
vulgaris).
