1.BACKGROUND

allowed his consent to expire on the 13th January 2006 without renewing, therefore 
having to make a new application for Street Trading consent for this particular site.

Following the necessary consultation, this department has received an objection from 
Essex County Highways. They state that the proposed position of the trailer will be such 
as to cause it to be parked on a section of the Highway where there is a Road Traffic 
Order enforce.

1.3
Essex County Council therefore, formally objects to the approval of this application. The 

location the applicant wishes to trade from is a designated bus stop where there is a no 


waiting/parking restriction.

1.4
These regulations have been in place for the last four years, and from our records it appears that no complaints have been received or any action taken against Mr Roa for positioning his van in this particular area.

1.5
Following enquires with Simon Taylor, Street facilities Manager it appears that if consent was issued, Mr Roa may be able to make application for a dispensation to park in this location.

1.6
At present the cost for this is £15 for the first day and £5 per day thereafter. Currently the responsibility for granting dispensations rest with Braintree District Council. However dispensation are intended for temporary situations, such as to builders etc. However, the Council’s Parking Enforcement Policy does not bar long-term dispensations.

1.7
Dispensations:
The following vehicles will receive automatic dispensation from waiting restrictions:

1.
Police, Fire Brigade or Ambulances whilst attending emergency situations.

2.
Vehicles involved in contracted Highway Maintenance where there is a need for them to be parked adjacent to the work site.

3.
Liveried Council vehicles carrying out statutory duties such as Refuse Collection, Street Cleansing and verge maintenance.

4.
Vehicles displaying valid disabled permits. (See relative section).

Dispensations may be granted for the following:

1.
Funerals - For the hearse and cortege vehicles.

2.
Weddings - Bridal Vehicles.

3.
Maintenance to adjacent buildings.

4.
Furniture Removals.

5.
Any other reason accepted by the Council.

Applications for dispensations must be received at least 10 working days prior to the required date. 


If granted, a dispensation will be issued to the applicant by way of written authority, which must be clearly displayed on the vehicle whilst it is parked.
