Anti Racism Road Shows 

The Nacro Community Sports projects in Braintree and Chelmsford have worked to 
together with the football foundation to run anti racism road shows. These took place on 
Monday 27th October and Wednesday 29th October 2003. 
 
Day 1, Monday 27th, was held in Chelmsford. Young people attended from ages 10-18. 
The young people involved are all part of various Nacro projects from Chelmsford and 
Braintree.  
 
Day 2, Wednesday 29th, was at Braintree Leisure Centre. 
 
The groups were split into 3 age brackets, 10-12, 13-15 and 16+, and took turns to take 
part in football, cricket, Basketball and anti-racism tasks. Various partners assisted Nacro 
in order to make this day possible, including Essex Football Association, Braintree Sport 
Development Forum, Essex Cricket Clubs Indoor School, and Essex Youth Service. 
 
As the aim of the event was to raise racial awareness and to promote anti-racism issues, 
the workshop was a focal point for the event. This consisted of various sources of 
information about people from various ethnic backgrounds and their role in sport. There 
was a quiz regarding this information which the young people answered. A local DJ also 
came along and brought his equipment with him. He allowed those involved to try out 
mixing and rapping. As part of this they put together an anti-racism rap.  Overall 
attendance for the 2 days was 58 young people.

Survey results  
   – District Council provide a good housing 
service

Results from an independent survey of council tenants carried out in July reveal that 
the District Council is providing a good service, which is meeting the needs of the 
majority of tenants.  88% of tenants surveyed are satisfied with their accommodation 
and the area as a place to live.  Further analysis shows that people living in 
bungalows are the most positive about their home, whilst those in flats are the least 
satisfied. 

However, satisfaction rates have declined in some areas of the service such as 
repairs and tenant involvement in decision making.  The two most common reasons 
for dissatisfaction in relation to repairs are not being told when the repair work will 
start (28%) and the time it took to carry out the repair work (22%). The District 
Council also needs to improve its efforts when involving its customers in the 
management of their houses.  The findings show that whilst the majority of tenants 
are happy with their neighbourhood (88%) some have concerns about litter and 
rubbish in the street (67%), parking (57%) and vandalism (54%) 

Executive Councillor for Housing, Tony Shelton, commented 
“The District’s Housing Service is always looking to improve the services it provides 
and having a full picture of the needs and expectations of all its customers helps us 
to effectively target areas for improvement.   I would like to congratulate the winners 
of the prize draw and thank all those who returned the questionnaire, your views are 
important to us.”  

The aim of the survey was to discover the views of tenants about the quality of 
service provided, give a broad picture of satisfaction levels in key areas and identify 
areas where improvement is required.   All returned questionnaires were entered into 
a prize draw.

Survey results

Background Information  

All Councils managing their own housing are required by the Government to carry out 
a satisfaction survey. Braintree District Council Housing Services commissioned 
Kwest Research to carry out their satisfaction survey of tenants. Kwest sent 
questionnaires to 2,250 households (out of a total of 8,500) together with an 
introductory letter and a reply-paid envelope for returning completed survey forms.  
To encourage participation, the Council offered a prize draw incentive to all those 
taking part. On completion of the project, a total of 1,015 replies had been received, 
representing a response rate of 45%.  

The accuracy of data when using 1,015 replies to measure the views of 8,500 
households as a single group is 2.3±%.  To explain, an accuracy level of ±2.3% 
means that if 50% of respondents’ answer “yes” to a yes/no question, then we know 
that between 47.7% and 52.3% of all households would give the same response, 
including those who did not take part in the survey.   

The results of the survey will be used to compare performance against other similar 
authorities.

Bulmer school triumphs in Yellow Woods 
challenge

Pupils at St. Andrew's Primary School in Bulmer have won £200 to help improve their 
school environment after collecting over one tonne of Yellow Pages for recycling.  St. 
Andrew's Primary School, Halstead came first, collecting nearly 2,500 old directories 
– the equivalent of 9.8 per pupil, and Bocking Church Street Primary School, 
Braintree came third, collecting 1.5 Yellow Pages per pupil and winning £100. 

In total, seven  schools and 1100 pupils across the Braintree District took on the 
Yellow Woods Challenge, collecting nearly 3500 old Yellow Pages for recycling.  All 
the schools from the Braintree area Challenge will automatically be entered into the 
Yellow Woods Challenge UK Finals where they will compete with up to 1,000 schools 
across the UK to win one of three top prizes of £2,000. 

Leader of the council, Councillor David Finch said, “This has been a very exciting 
competition and we are delighted that teachers and pupils have shown such 
enthusiasm during the Challenge.  This school has diverted over a tonne of yellow 
pages from landfill and if everyone were to show the same initiative it would make a 
distinctly cleaner, greener District for us all.  In addition the benefits to the taxpayer 
would accumulate over time.” 

Richard Duggleby, head of external relations with Yell, the publisher of Yellow 
Pages, said  “The response of schoolchildren is a very encouraging indication of 
how seriously they take issues relating to the environment and its protection.  I’d like 
to thank the Council for organising the Yellow Woods Challenge in Braintree District 
and also congratulate all the children, teachers and parents who worked so hard to 
make the Challenge a success.”

At 10am on Tuesday 28th October, Chairman of Braintree District Council, 

Councillor Keith Bigden cut the ribbon to open the London Road to Notley Road 

cyclepath.  The path, running from Tortoiseshell Way to Godlings Way, is the final 

link in a 3km dedicated cycle connection to Great Notley.  Joining the Chairman at 

the Tortoiseshell Way end of the path were local ward councillor Martin Green and 

Essex County Councillor and Braintree District Executive Councillor Simon Walsh.  

Over the last year, work to create this high quality new facility has involved major 

engineering works to construct two new bridges over the River Brain.  The path 

provides an attractive and safe car-free route for cyclists and pedestrians through this 

tranquil section of John Ray Park, Marshalls Park and Hoppitmead Nature Reserve.  

The cyclepath allows easier access to the town centre, rail-station and Flitch Way 

Country Park from the south-west of the town. 

£175,000 funding for the project was provided through Section 106 Planning 

Agreements and £90,000 from Essex County Council.

Independent team offers clues for 
improvement

An independent team has reviewed the Council’s strengths and weaknesses, to help 

prepare for next February’s ‘comprehensive performance assessment’ (CPA) of 

Braintree District Council.  Their initial conclusions indicated that ‘Braintree is a well 

run authority with notable strengths in leadership and partnership working at all 

levels.’  A detailed report will follow in December, identifying aspects of the Council’s 

management which need honing. 

The team commented specifically that the Council should build on its strengths and 

should celebrate achievements more than it does. 

Executive councillor Michael Lager commented:  “The visit has forced a useful re-

think about what we do and what we can do better, as well as how we take in the 

concerns of residents in the District.  It’s enormously valuable to get honest and 

direct feedback from people who understand the business and know what they’re 

looking for: it will help us to prepare for the main inspection in February.  It all helps 

to keep the Council on its toes.”

Council challenges council on education

The next two meetings of Braintree District Council’s scrutiny panel will challenge 

Essex County Council to clarify the situation regarding the re-opening of Chapel Hill 

School and the proposed transport charges to students at faith schools. 

On 17th November, at Causeway House, the scrutiny panel will recommend to the 

council’s Executive on 19th, a local response to the transport proposals.  They could 

call for a radical re-think, prior to a separate meeting at Essex County Council on 25th 

November. 

On 25th November, at Causeway House, district and county Cllr Roger Walters has 

been asked to represent the education service and provide a response to calls for 

information by the District Council.  Local people need to know a firm date for the re-

opening of Chapel Hill school and local councillors are concerned that parents of 

future pupils have not been allowed sufficient information.  While most former pupils 

have been accommodated at other schools, parents will need to plan for their 

younger children’s education. 

Chair of the scrutiny panel, Cllr John Gyford commented:  “Many local people 

have been disappointed by the treatment of Chapel Hill school and by a sense of 

frustration with the education authority’s lack of open-ness.  The scrutiny panel is a 

legally constituted body empowered to demand answers to many questions, which 

have too often been evaded.  Local people deserve open and honest discussion of 

the issue.“

Council’s goal to get children fitter

Braintree District Council is working with schools to reverse the trend of sedentary 

lifestyles for children by teaching them that keeping fit can be fun. 

The Fit for Fun Scheme is a 5 week programme which encourages children to take 

part in more physical activity outside of school.  As well as learning about how the 

body works and the different food groups, the children receive rewards for 20 minute 

periods of activity outside of school such as walking the dog, rollerblading, playing 

football, swimming etc.   The more rewards the children receive over the 5 week 

period, the bigger their prize at the end of the programme.  Prizes include reduced 

entry to swimming pools and leisure centres. 

Executive councillor for leisure and culture, Simon Walsh said, 

“This is an excellent scheme to educate children about healthy lifestyles at an early 

age.  Research shows that 70% of children taking part in this programme increase 

their fitness levels, and take part in more physical activity during the programme.  

Our job is to help them to maintain this level of activity at the end of the programme”. 

Funding from The Childrens Fund allowed Braintree District Council to deliver the 

programme free of charge to 10 primary schools.
