This site comprises two separate wood fragments. To the south, a strip of Hornbeam 
(Carpinus betulus) and Ash (Fraxinus excelsior) may be ancient, as indicated by the presence 
of Wild Service Tree (Sorbus torminalis), Spindle Tree (Euonymus europaeus), abundant 
Bluebell (Hyacinthoides non-scripta) and Dog's Mercury (Mercurialis perennis). 
  
To the north is a wet, grassy grove of Hornbeam, Ash, Alder (Alnus glutinosa) and Hazel 
(Corylus avellana) over a quaking marsh, which contains Opposite-leaved Golden-saxifrage 
(Chrysosplenium oppositifolium), Cuckooflower (Cardamine pratensis) and Fool's 
Watercress (Apium nodiflorum).
