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Bral54. Netherhall Marsh Meadow (3.4 ha) TL 806393

Netherhall Marsh Meadow is an area of wet grassland, Sedge and Reed bed situated north of
Belchamp Brook. The Sedge bed is found to the west of the site and dominated by Lesser
Pond Sedge (Carex acutiformis). Species of interest found on this site include Marsh
Marigold (Caltha palustris), Ragged Robin (Lychnis flos-cuculi), Cowslip (Primula veris)
and Common Sedge (Carex nigra).
