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Bra65. Bovingdon Rows (2.9 ha) TL 752278

This ancient broadleaved wood comprises an open canopy with several large clearings. The
canopy consists of mainly Pedunculate Oak (Quercus robur), Ash (Fraxinus excelsior),
Hornbeam (Carpinus betulus) and Birch (Betula spp.) over Hazel (Corylus avellana) and
Elder (Sambucus nigra). Amongst the Bramble (Rubus fruticosus agg) ground cover, Three-
veined Sandwort (Moehringia trinervia), Dog's Mercury (Mercurialis perennis) and Creeping
Soft-grass (Holcus mollis) can be found in abundance.
