Tarecroft wood comprises a mixed coppice of Ash (Fraxinus excelsior), Hazel (Corylus 
avellana) and Field Maple  (Acer campestre) with lesser quantities of Hornbeam (Carpinus 
betulus) and Small-leaved Lime (Tilia cordata). Elm  (Ulmus sp.) stands occur along the 
north-eastern border. The scrub layer includes both Midland Hawthorn (Crataegus laevigata) 
and Spindle Tree (Euonymus europaeus) whilst the ground layer contains Bluebell 
(Hyacinthoides non- scripta), Dog's Mercury (Mercurialis perennis) and Dog Violet (Viola 
riviniana).
