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1 Introduction 

1.1 This volume 

This document represents Volume 3 of the Braintree District Urban Capacity 
Study, containing the schedule of all sites identified through the study 
process. The document is presented on a settlement basis 
incorporating sites that are within the settlement envelope, as identified in 
the District Local Plan Review. The district’s three primary settlements, 
Braintree, Witham and Halstead, are further divided into their constituent 
wards.

For each settlement/ward there are four schedules, presenting the progress 
from site identification 
through to the final capacity estimates: 

1 Initial long list of sites; 
2 Unconstrained Estimates of Capacity; 
3 Discounting; and 
4 Final Constrained Capacity Estimates.
