Personal Belongings of Members and Officers

The Council does not carry insurance which is designed to automatically
compensate an officer who has had the misfortune of suffering damage
to, or loss of, their personal belongings when in Causeway House or
elsewhere. The position is the same for members. There are, however,
exceptions and these are when the belongings are held in trust by the
Council, when there is a legal liability on the Council for what has
happened or when under the personal accident policies the loss of
personal belongings consisting of money, clothing, footwear and other
property worn accompanies the bodily injury.

As a general rule the Council accepts no responsibility for the personal belongings of
either members or officers. It should be emphasised that the responsibility for their
security is that of the individual member or officer. In some situations and depending
on the type of property involved some members or officers may be able to look to be
compensated through their own personal insurance arrangements. Checks should be
made with their own insurers about the cover that is available to them.
